proposal. In compliance with NEPA, the Navy has prepared 
a draft EIS that analyzes potential environmental impacts 
associated with conducting training and testing activities in 
the AFTT Study Area.

EXECUTIVE ORDER 12114
The Navy also has prepared a draft OEIS in compliance 
with Executive Order 12114 Environmental Effects Abroad 
of Major Federal Actions. Executive Order 12114 does not 
have the same requirements as NEPA and does not require a 
public review and comment period.

In accordance with the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA), the Navy is using 
best available science and methods of analysis to assess the potential environmental 
impacts associated with conducting naval training and testing activities within the 
Atlantic Fleet Training and Testing (AFTT) Study Area, including activities that involve 
the use of active sonar and explosives. Most of these training and testing activities 
have been previously analyzed and authorized under the Marine Mammal Protection 
Act, and are similar to the types of activities that have been occurring in the Study 
Area for decades. Throughout the NEPA process, the Navy invited the National Marine 
Fisheries Service (NMFS) to participate as a cooperating agency in preparation of the 
Environmental Impact Statement/Overseas Environmental Impact Statement (EIS/OEIS).
